All
programs have been given a 3-year
notice. Programs can receive
assistance through the
Accreditation Readiness Project.
There is some concern about the
APA backlog for site visits and
accreditation.

ASPBB Alex Siegel reported that
PsychPact continues to grow with
34 (31 active) jurisdictions. Some
states, including Connecticut, are
in the process of joining and with
active legislation pending in a
number of states. ASPBB updated
their Center for Data Analysis on
Psychology Licensure. The
ASPBB Board of Directors have
held 3 or 4 listening webinars to
gather information about how
psychologists feel about EPPP part
2 to determine how to move
forward. ASPPB is looking into
educating jurisdictions about the
taxonomy and possibly including
tis information into legislation.
